I  regret to inform you about the loss to our community 
of Dr. Harold Reuter. This is to advise you, and give 
you an opportunity to pass along to members of your 
respective club who might have known Dr. Reuter, of 
his passing. Some may want to attend his memorial. Dr. 
Reuter was very active in HUC and SeaSpace in the late 
60’s and 70’s.  A well known and respected Physician; 
as a Ear, Nose and Throat specialist he developed many 
tools for that  profession. As President of HUC in 1969, 
he founded SeaSpace in that year. He is also known 
because “he reorganized the U.S. Navy Dive Tables 
which simplified them for the sport diver.  His under-
water photographs garnered hundreds of national and     
international awards.”   

The following are excerpts of information carried in the 
obituary section of the Houston Chronicle on Sunday.   

“Passed away peacefully at home on November 2, 
2006.”   

“Survived by his wife … Maribel Reuter, and three 
children…”   

“A catered reception will begin at half past five in the 
evening on Wednesday, November 8, 2006 at Geo. H. 
Lewis & Sons, 1010 Bering Drive, with a memorial 
service to follow at seven o’clock.”

4 (0.13 ounce) packages unsweetened strawberry-
flavored drink mix powder 

2 (46 fluid ounce) cans pineapple juice 
3 cups white sugar  ( I use 1 ½ cups most of the      

        time) 
4 quarts water 
2 liters ginger ale 
1 bag of frozen berry medley  

Mix the drink powder, pineapple juice, sugar together 
in a gallon jug.  Shake well and then in a freezer safe 
bowl, place the berry medley and pour in juice from 
jug.  Freeze bowl overnight and put drink mixture into 
the frig. Then 15 min before use, place frozen berry 
ball into a punch bowl and add in drink mixture, water 
and ginger ale (needs a large punch bowl).
