She planned
to continue with her Rescue Diver certification this
coming spring earning her the Master Scuba Diver
certification.

Grabe is survived by her parents Jack and Geneva
Landon, brother Jack, daughters Hilary and Alison, and
her companion and Lunarfins member John Gorman Jr.

Two New Prototype Buoys Deployed in
Sanctuary

November 29, 2007--The Geochemical & Environmental
Research Group (GERG) of Texas A&M University re-
cently deployed two new prototype 2.25m discus buoys
on behalf of the Flower Garden Banks Joint Industry Pro-
ject (JIP). These replace older buoys at locations N and V
of the Texas Automated Buoy System (TABS). SiteV is
located within sanctuary boundaries at East Flower Gar-
den Bank while site N is located west of West Flower
Garden Bank.

Each new buoy is equipped with a full meteorological
package of sensors including two anemometers, as well
as temperature, humidity and barometric pressure sen-
sors.
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Ocean Shores , Washington

While the ocean vessel 'Dawn Raider'
was commercia fishing for dogfish, this
Great White was hooked in the mouth but only resisted
dightly for 15 minutes before it came up aongside the
boat to have a look; long enough for one of the crew
members to slip arope around it's tail !!! 'And that's when
the fight began!!.

The Shark took off towing the 42 foot fishing boat back-
wards through the water at about 7 Knots. Just like in
JAWS, the boat was taking on water over the stern and the
crew watched in horror as the shark would actualy jump
completely out of the water at times.

This went on for an hour| -
before the shark findly &
drowned. She weighed inat [ {f
1035 LBS. It is suspected i
she followed a weak El§§
Nino current into local
waters in search of food.
Although mid 60 degree
water is considered ideal for these sharks, the larger ones
can tolerate water in the low 50s.

Texas mullslatest 'ships 2 reefs flop

SOUTH PADRE ISLAND, Texas (4 Dec 2007) — A
World War 1l ship purposely sunk in the Gulf of Mexico
to create an artificia reef hastipped onto its side, blocking
accessto theinterior for fish and divers.

The Texas Clipper was sunk Nov. 17, after rough waters
delayed the event for several days. The sinking capped
years of problems, including an unplanned sinking near
Beaumont and a $600,000 cleanup of hazardous
chemicals.

State officials were hoping the Clipper would become a
desgtination for divers and boost local tourism by an
estimated $30 million per year. It was meant to stand
upright so divers and fish could explore the 80-foot high,
473-foot long ship by swimming through decks and
cabins.
