Ingredients  

6 cucumbers 
At least a few cups of vinegar  
  (apple cider or any other except white) 
6 very heaping teaspoons of sugar or Splenda  
lots of salt 
Pepper to taste 
One small onion, sliced  

Peel 6 to 8 cucumbers and slice into discs 
Place in a large bowl that you can cover with a lid 
Add salt (at least 5 heaping tablespoons) 
Let soak overnight covered in the fridge.  

The next morning, put on rubber gloves and squeeze  
out the salt, placing the cucumbers in another bowl.  

Almost cover with vinegar (about 2/3rd of way) and 
add sugar or Splenda and sliced onions, stir well. 
Let it marinate in the fridge for at least 3 hours. (The 
longer it sits, the better it tastes. You can even prepare it 
totally the day before and take it the next day.)
