Dive safe – Dive often! 

Great-granddaughter of the famous ocean explorer 
Jacques Cousteau, Alexandra Cousteau, journeyed down 
the Mississippi River to look at its influence on the area 
of low oxygen in  the  Gulf  of Mexico (also known as 
hypoxia, or ‘The Dead Zone’).  

This documentary is the fourth of six in her project 
"Expedition: Blue Planet-Exploring the Life Support     
System of Our World." Ms. Cousteau visited the        
Midwest, the Jean Lafitte National Historical Park and  
Reserve, the Mississippi River in Baton Rouge, and the 
blessing of the fleet in Golden Meadow.  

Alongside the Mississippi River, Ms. Cousteau            
interviewed Dr. Nancy Rabalais, Executive Director of 
LUMCON, and Dr. Gene Turner, Professor of Oceanog-
raphy and Coastal Sciences, Louisiana State University. 
Besides the scientific basis for the linkages between the 
Mississippi River and Gulf  of  Mexico hypoxia, Ms. 
Cousteau continued on with Aspects of conservation,  
societal changes, and the importance of water as a vital 
and imperiled renewable resource. The results of her 
journey will be published in a book, and the videos will 
be readily available on the Internet. Videos of the        
Interview can be viewed online here:
