ATLANTIC CITY, N.J. — A rescue attempt is 
being planned for Ilya, a Florida manatee stuck near an oil 
refinery in New Jersey where plunging temperatures and a 
lack of food are endangering his life.  

The gentle sea cow has been known to marine scientists for 10 
years as he made his way up and down the East Coast. He has 
recently been spotted in Massachusetts, Connecticut and 
Maryland.  

But on Friday he was huddling near an outfall pipe at an oil 
refinery in Linden, the only place he could find warm water.  

A nor'easter pummeling New Jersey with wind and rain     
Friday was making things even more dangerous for Ilya, who 
needs to be in water with temperatures of 68 degrees or 
warmer. The water where he is now is between 60 and 64  
degrees.  

Charles Underwood, a spokesman for the U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service, said Iyla may not be able to survive long in such 
temperatures.  

"Above 68, they're OK. Below that, they become susceptible 
to hypothermia. That's our concern," he said.  

The Marine Mammal Stranding Center, a rescue group located 
in Brigantine, just outside Atlantic City, received permission 
from federal wildlife officials to attempt a rescue this week-
end.  

Bob Schoelkopf, the center's co-director, said foul weather on 
Friday made an attempt impossible. They may try Saturday or 
Sunday if the weather improves.  

The rescue would involve loading Ilya aboard a special boat 
and taking him to their facility, where he could be placed in a 
heated holding tank for a few days to warm up.  

After that, Ilya could be flown to Florida, possibly aboard a 
military transport plane.  

The manatee is in a small tributary of the Arthur Kill, a nar-
row waterway separating New Jersey and Staten Island, N.Y.  

Staffers with the group were at the refinery site Friday,   tak-
ing photos

 

of Ilya, who appeared to be in good shape.  

"He looks fairly robust, from what we can see," Schoelkopf 
said.  

For now, authorities are guarding the animal, which is already 
in a section of the fenced-off and heavily guarded refinery that 
is inaccessible to the public.  

"Some of them were going to get lettuce for him, to try to 
keep him there until the storm passes," Underwood said. 

Some People with Health Problems Used to Be Barred From 
Scuba Diving                          Sent in by Jim Ward  

An increasing number of patients with con-
trolled diabetes, asthma and other diseases are 
getting the green light for an activity that was 
once off limits: scuba diving.  

There is little evidence to suggest that having asthma or    
diabetes should preclude a patient from venturing under-
water, according to researchers at the Dive Medicine Sympo-
sium at Rutgers University.   

"There's not a lot of strong data to suggest that diabetics are at 
increased risk" of potentially serious adverse events, said Dr. 
Michael Madsen, a fellow in undersea and hyperbaric medi-
cine at the University of Pennsylvania. Likewise for other 
depth-related illnesses such as arterial-gas embolism in the 
lungs or decompression sickness, also known as "the bends," 
he said.   

The same thinking applies to most asthmatics, said Dr. David 
S. Lambert, who specializes in hyperbaric therapy at the   
Hospital of the University of Pennsylvania.

CHATHAM, Mass. – The sea air isn't all that's 
salty when fishermen in the Cape Cod town of Chatham talk 
about the hated spiny dogfish.  

Fishermen consider the small shark, renowned for its stunning 
appetite, the vermin of the ocean. They say the once-threatened 
dogfish has rebounded under federal protections to an insatiable 
mass that's devouring more valuable and scarce fish that regula-
tors are trying to restore, such as cod, while it destroys nets, 
steals bait and eats catch right off their hooks.  

"It's a (expletive) plague of locusts is what it is," hook fisherman 
Peter Taylor said. "I don't care if I make a penny on dogfish, we 
just need to kill them."  

Fishermen want to catch more of the ornery, schooling predator 
to dent its population and make more money off it, but rules  
forbid that.  

Federal regulators say though fishermen see dogfish everywhere, 
"they're not seeing the whole picture," said Maggie Mooney-
Seus, a National Marine Fisheries Service spokeswoman.
